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I have just joined the all ladies team, Car 17/Rhino Rouge, which will be charging for the 6th year running in the annual Rhino Charge (http://www.rhinocharge.co.ke). The competition is organized by Rhino Ark to raise money for 400 kms of electric fence around the Aberdare Conservation Area. This mountainous region is the main water catchment area that more than 4 million people are dependent upon today. The fence successfully protects the elephants, rhino and buffalo from conflict with local subsistence farmers along the boundary. It is important to preserve this tremendously valuable resource and so the fence is the solution. Each year another section of the fence is completed using the money raised from the Rhino Charge.
